As you know, the AEJMC
started its Centennial Fundrais-
ing Campaign last year, which
also announced that the group
had the most members contrib-
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ute $100 or more to the cam-
paign by Nov. 1, 2012 would
receive an extra programming
“chip.” You're right! Our division
won, because we had the most
members contributing to the
campaign. As a result, our divi-
sion received the extra “chip,”
which we used to program an
extra session for the 2013 an-
nual conference.

The MC&S members last
year had also passed a resolu-
tion matching every dollar do-
nated to the AEJMC by any of
its members or groups up to
$50,000, which we called the
“MC&S challenge.”

While we
feel honored and humbled for
the recognition from the cen-

members have made a right de-
cision of providing help to AE-
JMC, a great organization we call
as our academic home.

MC&S Programs Exciting Sessions and Panels in 2013

The officers of the divi-
sion worked hard throughout the
year to bring you this year’s con-
ference program. We have nine
co-sponsored panels and 76 refer-
eed research paper sessions that
stretch from the first day to the
last day of the conference. Plan to
stick around through Sunday eve-
ning! You won’t be disappointed.
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You will find once again
two of our popular and always
well-attended panel sessions:
the publication process and the
promising professor competition
winners. These panels provide
great value by helping attend-
ees with the work that is at the
heart of academia: research and
teaching. At these panels you will
learn the secrets of great profes-
sors and graduate students who
are distinguishing themselves by
their teaching. We will also hear
from Jane D. Brown, emminent
scholar in media and adolescents
who is this year’s Distinguished
Educator. In the publication pro-
cess panel, journal editors will
let you in on the secrets and
suggestions they have for mak-
ing it through the review process
and seeing your work in print.

When we issued the call
for panel prosals in the fall, you
responded and we were able to
schedule the panels of all the
members who submitted. These
member-proposed panel topics
include media literacy, the evolv-
ing videogame industry, and up-
dated research on underrepre-
sented groups in network news
coverage. Our other panels were
either proposed by otherdivisions
or by other officers of the division.

As one of the divisions
with the highest number of pa-
per submissions, we decided to
use some of our programming
space to share a scholar-to-schol-
ar session with another division
which will allow for 40 papers
to be presented at one time.

AEJMC also gives the division
with the highest number of sub-
missions from the previous year
an extra slot for a research paper
session.

The vice-head and pro-
gramming chair begins the fall
by issuing the call for panel pro-
posals for the following year, re-
ceiving the ideas and submitting
them to the main office where
they are gathered into a huge
document with the proposals
from all the divisions and inter-
est groups. The vice-heads and
heads then review all the propos-
als and begin figuring out possi-
ble co-sponsoring opportunities.

At the end of Novem-
ber, we meet (although this will
change next year) and hold the
chip auction. Essentially, every
group has an allotted number
of spaces for programming dur-
ing the conference. Much like a
newshole, there is a conference
hole — only a certain number
of available rooms during each
time slot of the day.

Certain times are off-
limits for research sessions and
panels as they are set aside for
business meetings or AEJMC
activities. Another tricky rule
is that no division or interest
group can program two activi-
ties at the same time. As we go
around the room taking turns
at selecting times for our pan-
els and research sessions, it
becomes more challenging to
schedule a co-sponsored pan-
el in which neither group has
something else scheduled.

For example, this year on
Thursday at 10:00 a.m., there
were 12 spaces. When you go
around a table where 18 divi-
sions and 10 interest groups are
represented, the most desir-
able time slots fill up fast. This
is the main reason that our pro-
gram goes through late Sunday
afternoon this year.

After this meeting, the
vice-head communicates with
members who proposed panels
to get final names of panelists
and with co-sponsoring groups
to nail down panelists who rep-
resent both groups. The main of-
fice sets deadlines for versions of
the conference program and we
check and double-check to make
sure the times and days we es-
tablished in November match
the final version of the confer-
ence program that you can now
see online.

On that note, | want to
point out one small error that
did not get fixed in time for the
conference program: our off-
site PF&R visit and tour of the
Newseum. The AEJMC confer-
ence program says that we will
meet in the lobby at 1:30 on Fri-
day. That is INCORRECT! We will
meet at 12:30 to walk over. Hope
to see you there! And, | hope to
see you in the future serving as
an officer for the Mass Commu-
nication and Society Division!

Last year in Chicago, PF&R
co-sponsored three sessions: (1)

PF&R role: PF&R has a specific
focus in AEJMC. It is identified as
sponsoring activities related to five

Specific PF&R responsibilities
vary from year to year, depending
on the conference city’s special fa-
cilities. PF&R chairs are responsible
for identifying and coordinating ac-
tivities that support these obliga-
tions. Some years the Committee
sponsors or co-sponsors research
sessions; other years, such as 2013,
it identifies an off-site facility that
supports its specific focus. As much
as possible, PF&R coordinates with
other divisions for research ses-
sions.




How Your Research Papers Selected and Programmed?

This year the MC&S Division
had 145 papers submitted to the AE-
JMC conference in Washington, D.C.
Overall, we had 108 submissions in
the open category (57 accepted), 34
submissions in the student category
(15 accepted), and 5 submissions
to the Moeller Student competition
(4 accepted). Of the total submis-
sions, 21 were disqualified, 48 were
rejected by two or more judges, and
76 were accepted for the conference.
Papers were disqualified for violating
the rules laid out in our paper call.
This included going over the page
limit or including identifying informa-
tion in the paper. This puts the MC&S
overall acceptance rate for 2013 at
62.8%.

This year we were able to
recognize five top paper winners
in the open competition: 1) Robert
McKeever; University of South Caro-
lina, 2) Ji won Kim, Monica Chadha,
Homero Gil de Zuniga; University
of Texas-Austin TIE Valerie Barker,
David Dozier, Amy Schmitz Weiss,
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Diane Borden; SDSU and 3) Silvia
Knobloch-Westerwick, Laura Willis,
Ashley Kennard; The Ohio State Uni-
versity TIE Todd Holmes, University
of Florida. We recognized three top
paper winners in the student compe-
tition: 1) Ana Keshelashvili, Kenneth
Cardell, 2) Lisa Barnard, and 3) Ruth
DeFoster; University of Minnesota,
Natashia Swalve; University of Ne-
braska. Finally, we recognized three
Moeller Student Competition win-
ners: 1) Edson Tandoc; University of
Missouri-Columbia, 2) Denae D’Arcy,
Kyle Heuett, Katie Reno; University
of Tennessee and 3) Wooyeol Shin,
University of Minnesota, Twin-Cities.
All competition winners will be rec-
ognized at the annual Business Meet-
ing.

Being a Research Co-Chair is
a huge undertaking. The bulk of our
work is accomplished long before the
national conference takes place. Dur-
ing the year the Research Co-Chairs
update the research section of the
MC&S website and contribute to the
MC&S newsletter. We also help make
changes to evaluation forms for the
Research Award and Dissertation
Award.

Our duties leading up to the
national conference consist of: 1)
finalizing copy for the AEJMC call
for papers, 2) recruiting research
paper judges, 3) working with the
MC&S Vice-Head regarding num-
ber of research slots and sessions,
4) recruiting research session mod-
erators and discussants, 5) assign-
ing papers to judges, 6) making sure
research paper reviews are com-
plete, 7) identifying top papers in the
open, student, and Moeller compe-
titions, 8) accepting/rejecting/dis-
qualifying papers based on scores

and comments, 9) notifying authors
if their papers have been accepted/
rejected/disqualified, 10) assign-
ing papers to themed research,
scholar-to-scholar and high-density
sessions, 11) assigning moderators
and discussants to sessions, 12) cre-
ating AEJMC program copy for the
research sessions, and 13) notifying
MC&S Head and Awards Committee
about open, student and Moeller
competition winners.

After conference program-
ming is complete, the Research Co-
chairs submit information for the
annual report. We also vote on the
several division awards. Finally, at
the national conference we serve as
the moderators for the large schol-
ar-to-scholar session to ensure that
each moderator and paper present-
er knows what is going on. We also
meet with the MC&S Division Board
to suggest changes for the upcoming
year and attend the Division Busi-
ness Meeting.

None of this could be ac-
complished without the generous
support of MC&S Division members.
We would like to thank the 127 pa-
per judges who each reviewed be-
tween 2-5 papers for MC&S. This
year MC&S instituted a new re-
ward program for those judges who
submitted their reviews on time.
Through a lottery system drawing,
Sue Robinson and Brendan Watson
were rewarded with free conference
registrations. We would also like to
thank the MC&S members who vol-
unteered to serve at the national
conference as moderators and dis-
cussants. In total, MC&S needed 7
moderators and 15 discussants this
year.
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Report from New Editor of MC&S Journal

The division’s  flagship
journal, Mass Communication

and Society, has had a a success-
ful and busy year. The transfer of
editorship from Stephen Perry to
Ran Wei is nearly complete. The
journal’s submissions are increas-
ing, and research published in the
journal is getting coverage in na-
tional media outlets. Proposals for
a special issue in 2015 are being ac-
cepted, and reviews for a 2014 spe-
cial issue are underway. The 2013
Olympics special issue drew some
high-quality research to the jour-
nal. And a previous special issue
was recently published as a stand-
alone book. Lastly, the editors are
proposing two bylaw changes, to
be discussed at August’s board
meeting and the division’s busi-
ness meeting in Washington, D.C.

Status of the journal

The statistical year for
MCS ended June 30. Calcula-
tions of acceptance rates for the
prior year, average time to deci-
sion, and total numbers of re-
viewers used will be among the
statistics we will report at the edi-
torial board meeting at AEJMC as
well as at the business meeting.
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It does appear, however, that the
journal’s Impact Factor and rank-
ings will improve this year. More
details will be available at the board
meeting at AEJMC.

As of June 30, 158 manu-
scripts have been submitted to
MC&S in 2013. This is slightly
ahead of the pace for submissions
in 2012, which saw more than 300
manuscripts submitted to the jour-
nal in a calendar year.

Media reports that have
picked up on our research have
been published recently in Asia
News International, Men’s Health,
ABC News, Huffington Post, Sci-
ence Daily, and in several blogs and
on some news wires. Press releas-
es that we have written and have
been promoted through both the
author’s university and through
Taylor & Francis continue to have
some success in gaining public vis-
ibility for the journal’s research.

The transfer of editorship
from Stephen Perry (lllinois State)
to Ran Wei (South Carolina) is com-
ing to a close. In August 2012, Wei
became the Editor-Elect, and took
charge of processing new manu-
scripts; throughout the year, Wei
took on more of the editor duties,
including working with Taylor &
Francis, planning future special is-
sues, and promoting the journal,
among other things. Meanwhile,
Perry has filled the remainingissues
of MC&S under his editorship, pro-
duced a newsletter for the journal’s
editorial board, worked on a web-
site for the journal, and promot-
ed the research being published.

Most of these duties will fall to
Wei after the AEJMC conference
this year, with Wei’s first issue
(Vol. 17) set to be published in
early 2014. The editors expect a
number of articles accepted un-
der Perry’s editorship likely will
be published under Wei, in order
to clear the files processed under
Perry.

Perry’s editorial assistant,
Jordan Goebig, graduated with a
master of arts in journalism from
lllinois State in May 2013. Mean-
while, Wei’s editorial assistant,
Matt Haught, will begin his aca-
demic career as an assistant pro-
fessor of visual communication at
the University of Memphis start-
ing in August. Both Perry and Wei
want to recognize the hard work
put in by both editorial assistants
during the changeover. Incoming
South Carolina doctoral student
Chris Frear will step in to the edi-
torial assistant role for Wei start-
ing in August.

Special Issues

A call for proposals was is-
sued in May for the special topic
issue in Vol. 18 of 2015. So far,
two proposals have been submit-
ted, and a third is expected. Once
the issue proposals are finalized,
a document explaining both pro-
posals will be sent to the entire
editorial board for vetting. We re-
guest that board members vote
for one proposal in a response
email. We will tally the votes and
notify all of the result. A call for
papers for that issue will be sent
later this year.

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Report from New Editor of MC&S Journal (Conti.)

The Olympics special issue,
guest edited by Marie Hardin and
Andy Billings, is almost complete. It
looks like there will be four articles
in the symposium, which is set to
publish in the final issue of 2013.
Thanks to both of them and to all
who submitted articles for consid-
eration.

The Entertainment Media
and Politics special issue is also un-
derway. The submission due date
for the special issue is September
30, 2013. Interest in the special is-
sue has been consistent since the
first wave of promotion of the CFP
in Fall 2012, but there has been a
surge of inquiries since the middle
of May (when most spring semes-
ters come to a close). There is ev-
ery reason to believe the pool of
submissions will be solid in terms
of both breadth and depth. A final
wave of promotion will take place
in the month of July leading to the
submission deadline. Submission
reviewers have been lined up for
the task of looking over the manu-
scripts. The goal is to get all special
issue submission decisions com-
pleted in six weeks. There will then
be six weeks for revisions to be un-
dertaken, with the goal of passing
along a final set of accepted man-
uscripts to Editor Wei prior to the
close of the 2013 calendar year.

Special issue books published

The publication of Media
and Social Inequality: Innovations
in Community Structure Research,
edited by John Pollock, draws on
a special issue of MC&S, published
Volume 14, Issue 6, from 2011.
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Pollock’s book republishes articles
from the special issue, and ex-
plores the impact in community
inequality on reporting. For more

Additionally, The Olympics,
Media and Society, edited by Kim
Bissell and Stephen Perry, was pub-
lished in February 2013. This book
republishes special issue 15(4),
from 2012, exploring the ways me-
dia changes the experience of the
Olympics.

Proposals for bylaws changes

The financial success of
MC&S has given the journal a siz-
able bank account. Therefore, both
Drs. Wei and Perry propose two by-
laws changes:

1. Book review editor sti-
pend: MC&S will pay an annual sti-
pend of $1,000 to the book review
editor for coordinating and solicit-
ing book reviews for the journal
starting in 2013. The current book
review editor is John Pollock, from
The College of New Jersey.

2. Reviewer of the Year
Award: To motivate and re-
ward service of reviewers, MC&S
will give an award of $500 prize
and accompanied by a plaque/
certificate to one outstand-
ing reviewer selected each year.

The editor and associate editors
will form a committee to select an
outstanding reviewer of the year.
Criteria for determining the award
will include the number of reviews
completed, quality of the review,
promptness of review response,
and the impact of reviews in nur-
turing young scholars. This award
will be given annually starting in
2014. In the event of no suitable
nomination, the editors reserve
the right not to give the award.

Board Meeting

The annual meeting of the
MC&S editorial board is set for 7-8
a.m., Friday, August 9, with the lo-
cation to be determined. Taylor
& Francis will provide a breakfast
buffet, and both editors and repre-
sentatives from the publisher will
discuss the journal’s status, prog-
ress, and promotional efforts. We
look forward to seeing you there.




Upcoming Teaching Panels in D.C.

We are wrapping up an-
other successful year of teaching
activities for MC&S. In this final
article, we want to inform you of
the exciting teaching panels we
have scheduled for this years’ an-
nual conference in Washington,
DC. We also have a brief overview
of the teaching chairs’ responsi-
bilities during the course of a year.

At this year’s annual con-
ference in Washington, DC, we are
co-sponsoring five teaching panels.
The first panel is the annual prom-
ising professor award workshop,
which will be held on Friday, August
9th, at 3:15 pm. Once again, this
panel will include presentations
from a group of outstanding teach-
ers, SO we encourage you to attend.
Our second session focuses on the
publication process. This session
will be held Thursday, August 8th at
8:15 am and showcases short pre-
sentations from the editors of some
of AEJMC’s most prestigious jour-
nals.
